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In her final days, Vernetta “Becky”
Harmon had become a walking medi-
cal dictionary.

By April 2012, her heart was failing,
her breathing was labored and fluid
was building in her legs. After years of
heart trouble and grappling with Type
II diabetes, her kidneys, doctors told
her, had stopped working.

She would need dialysis for the rest
of her life. But at her first appointment,
she was turned away for lack of a phy-
sician’s order.

That was on a Saturday morning. On
the following Monday night, Harmon
collapsed at her Fruitland home and
died. She was 37.

A Wicomico County jury soon might
end up deciding whether the mother of
five’s death was preventable.

Several of Harmon’s closest family
members are suing two of her medical
providers: Peninsula Regional Medical
Center, whose staff was in charge of
writing the physician’s order for her di-
alysis; and Bio-medical Applications of
Maryland, whose dialysis clinics bear
the name of its parent company, Frese-
nius Medical Care.

The lawsuit, filed last month in Wi-
comico Circuit Court, asserts that the
hospital and the clinic bungled her ap-
pointment and that she died needlessly
because of it. 

“It’s something that should never
have occurred and this woman should
never have died,” said the family’s at-
torney, Stuart Salsbury, in an inter-
view. “We feel a number of things were
done wrong.”

He declined to make Harmon’s fam-
ily members available for comment for
this story.

Attorneys for Peninsula Regional
and Fresenius vigorously deny the
charges. 

Harmon’s death was caused by “pre-
existing general health,” a Fresenius
attorney argued in one written re-
sponse. The attorney, Ryan Duffy, de-
clined to comment for this story.

A spokesman for Peninsula Region-
al said he can’t talk publicly about the
case while the litigation is pending. 

The suit doesn’t specify a dollar
amount sought in damages. Maryland
caps non-economic malpractice claims
at $887,500.

The lawsuit was filed on behalf of
seven family members: Harmon’s two
adult daughters, Diane and Shanetta;
an adult son, DeShawn; two minor chil-
dren; her father, Steve; and her mother,
Diane Drummond.

saac Jenkins Sr. didn’t want to
simply preach. He wanted to pas-
tor.

He wanted a flock of people he
could call his own, and he wanted
the chance to meet people not just
in Maryland, but in all the land.

After being invited to preach for the
first time, they invited him to do so again
four more times. He was getting restless
and wanted resolution. After the fifth
preaching, the officers talked with him
and offered the pastor position.

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donÕt know when,Ó he said. ÒThey called
me as pastor on that Sunday , the first
Sunday of October 1960.Ó

Once named pastor , he thought he
would stay three or four years, with the
hope of being called to a larger congre-
gation.

ÒIt didnÕt turn out that way because of
the way people treated me and my fam-
i ly ,Ó he said about the kindness of the Po-
comoke community . ÒIt seemed to me
the thoughts left me about moving some-
where else.Ó

Fifty-five years later , heÕs still there.
ÒBaptist preachers do stay long,Ó said

Shelia Nelson, the churchÕ s clerk and
corresponding secretary . ÒBut 55 years?
I t just wasnÕt anything we wouldÕve
thought about.Ó

Over the years, the congregation rose
f rom fewer than 100 when he started to
as many as 400 members. There are cur-
r ently about 300, he said.

Winnette Dennis, a parishioner at the
church for 65 years, remembers when
Jenkins started. T o this day , she finds
him to be humble, understanding and pa-
t ient, just like when he started. 

ÒHe preaches the W ord and he lives
by it,Ó she said.

Bunacee Cooks, a member of the
church for 52 years, described him as re-
l iable. From feeding the hungry to help-
ing troubled youths, she and the rest of
the community know he is dependable.

ÒAny time you need someone to talk
to, heÕs always there,Ó she said. ÒHeÕll
never turn you down.Ó

When the church built a new building
in 1990, thatÕs when Jenkins knew he was
here to stay .

ÒI felt they had this much confidence
in me ... I was in it for the long haul,Ó he
said.

Now 84, Bishop Jenkins continues to
deliver weekly sermons while running
his Save the Y outh crime prevention pro-
gram during the week, which he started
in 1980.

The Lord told him he needed to work
beyond the pulpit and go out to where
crimes were being committed and help
troubled youths, he said.

ÒI felt if IÕm going to be a pastor , it was
not enough to just to preach to the good
people and let the others go astray and
f orget them,Ó he said. ÒNo, no, no. IÕm go-
ing to lay aside some of my pleasure and
get out there where they are.Ó

At night and on Saturdays, heÕll pre-
pare for his Sunday routine. He asks the
Lord to give him a message his congre-
gation needs to hear . Then he gets his Bi-
ble and studies chapter after chapter .

ÒThe one that lays on me the hardest,
thatÕs the one I turn to, then tell the Lord
to give me the strength to preach,Ó he
said.

I tÕs a routine heÕll continue until he

canÕt any longer .
ÒSure, at 84 youÕre going to have plen-

ty of problems,Ó he said. ÒBut I feel I
havenÕt been warned yet by the Lord that
my time is up.Ó

The congregation is setting up a 55th
anniversary celebration for Jenkins at
the Pocomoke Community Center on
Saturday , Sept. 26. ItÕs something he nev-
er thought would happen and he doesnÕ t
ask for the recognition.

But his congregation wants to thank
him.

ÒI think the greatest thing that hap-
pened to the people of Pocomoke who
went to Macedonia was to get a man of
valor and a man of humility ,Ó Nelson
said. ÒWe got all of this packaged into one
f ine young man when he came. It has just
continued throughout the 55 years he has
been pastor .Ó

Court documents give this account of
what happened during HarmonÕ s last
days:

Suffering from breathing problems
and swelling in the lower half of her
body, Harmon was admitted at Peninsula
Regional Medical Center on April 10,
2012. She spent 10 days at the hospital
during which she was diagnosed with
end-stage renal disease, the last stage of
chronic kidney disease. 

A hospital employee made her an ap-
pointment for the day after her dis-
charge at the Fresenius location on South
Division Street in Salisbury . But when
H armon showed up that Saturday morn-
ing, a staff member told her that Freseni-
us didnÕt have a physicianÕ s order for the
visit. 

ÒWe donÕt know where the mix-up
was, but there was definitely some mix-
up within Fresenius,Ó Salsbury said.

She went home that Saturday morn-
ing with the promise that a spot would be
available for her on T uesday. A Freseni-
us employee called Harmon later that
Saturday to say the clinic now had her re-
f erral in hand. 

I nstead of bringing her in immediate-
ly, the caller told her to still come in on
Tuesday.

At 7 p.m. on Monday , April 23, 20 12,
H armon fell ill and was rushed in an am-
bulance to the hospital, where she was

pronounced dead.
Fresenius, the lawsuit claims, failed

to make enough effort to look for
H armonÕs referral. When staff
members couldnÕt find it, they should
have checked to see if her condition
r equired immediate care. At the least,
the familyÕs attorneys argue, she
should have been immediately re-
f erred to the hospital for emergency
dialysis.

ÒIn a patient like this, you canÕ t just
send them away and hope for the best
three days later ,Ó Salsbury said. ÒThere
needs to be an evaluation made at the
t ime to see what needs to be done.Ó

Salsbury also said he needs more in-
f ormation about what happened to the
r eferral. If further investigation re-
veals that Peninsula Regional employ-
ees made no mistakes, Salsbury added,
the hospital will be dropped from the
suit.

Fresenius operates a network of
more than 2, 100 clinics nationwide,
making it the largest provider of dialy-
sis services in North America, accord-
ing to the companyÕ s website. 

The Centers for Medicare and Medi-
caid Services publishes a website that
offers information about the quality of
care provided at dialysis centers
across the country and ranks them on a
scale of up to five stars. The Fresenius
location on South Division, the site
shows, has received one star .
